Ioannou, assemble a narrative inspired by the morphological, climatic, and psychosocial
changes which are currently taking place. This culminates in a two-part work with
multifaceted interpretative possibilities regarding the adversities confronting all life, the
carving out of language and meaning through the quotidien, and a society that is continually
changing, regressing, being re-imagined.
